Submerged landscapes, Roman Caerleon, medieval Lords, Bronze Age boat reconstructions and much more!

The latest ‘Archaeology in the Severn Estuary’ Conference returns to Chepstow and includes a great range of presentations by eminent speakers on a wide range of archaeological subjects.

Dr Peter Guest (Cardiff University) will present the results of his recent excavations in the extramural complex at Caerleon and its port. 

Andy Sherman (GGAT) will demonstrate how professional archaeologists, the local public and schools have combined forces to make interesting discoveries on Swansea Bay. 

Rick Turner (CADW) will bring us into the Medieval period with a discussion of Monmouthshire's Marcher Lords and their exploits in the Severn Sea.

Dr Fraser Sturt (Southampton University) will illustrate how cutting edge exploration techniques are allowing detailed investigation of the early prehistoric submerged landscape of the Severn Estuary.
Professor Martin Bell (Reading University) will show how a new project is investigating that same Mesolithic landscape on the wetland edge in Somerset.

Richard Brunning (Somerset County Council) will provide the results of a project looking at the archaeology of the ‘Lost Islands of Somerset’.
The guest speaker is Professor Robert Van de Noort of Exeter University, who will give a presentation on the creation and sea trials of Morgawr, a replica Bronze Age sewn boat that received much national publicity at its launch last year. Although based on evidence from the Humber it is very similar to the types of Bronze Age vessel that we have evidence for from the Severn.
The cost of the conference will be £10 if booked in advance and £12 if paid on the door (students £6). Directions to the venue are overleaf.
